AAFS Ice Show Guidelines – 2003

GENERAL NOTES

· Coaches and skaters wishing to participate in the show must submit an application to AAFS at the drop box at Dimond Ice Chalet or to PO Box 243391, Anchorage, AK 99524-3391 by the stated deadline.

· A single registration fee per family is due at the time the application is submitted.  Up to half of this fee may be reimbursed prior to the first practice if the skater cannot participate.

· Practices are mandatory.  Multiple missed practices may result in dismissal from the show.

· The Ice Show Chair will inform, in a timely manner, all participants of first practices, as well as solo and coach positions.  Schedules will be available at the first practice.

· Maximum show running length of all music is 90 minutes.

· Costume and music selection shall be modest and appropriate for a family environment.

· Fees for costumes shall be the responsibility of the individual skater.  Coaches shall inform skaters if costume purchase will be necessary.

· Additional group, theme, or guest skater numbers may be added at the Ice Committee’s discretion, but must not exceed the entire show running time of 90 minutes.

SOLOS AND GROUP NUMBERS

· Solos will be limited to 45 minutes of show time and will showcase a variety of skaters, from every level of skating ability.

· Group numbers will not exceed 45 total minutes.  Opening and closing numbers are included in this time frame.

· Group numbers will be based upon skating level and divided by the Ice Show Chair.

· The term “solo” refers to individual routines, dance, or pairs numbers, in order that no skater, unless time permits, may participate in more than one solo.

· Maximum solo length for Juvenile and below will be 2 minutes.  Intermediate to Senior maximum length will be 3 minutes.

· Skaters or coaches are not awarded their primary requests will be given first priority in the following show. Soloists, guests, and coaches shall rotate, based on demand, from show to show.

· A solo or group number will always be reserved to showcase AAFS Special Olympians who will rotate from show to show.

· Priorities for solo and group numbers will be given 1st to full AAFS club members, 2nd to AAFS Associate members and 3rd to Skate With Us students.

· All skaters wishing to skate a solo are expected to perform in a group number with the exception of Exhibition or Guest skaters and MUST SUBMIT AN APPLICATION.

· Guest skaters may be asked to participate in the show at the discretion of the Ice Show Committee, based upon necessity.  They do not need to be AAFS home club members, but must be members of USFSA or an ISU member nation and MUST SUBMIT AN APPLICATION.

· Exhibition slots may be available on a limited basis for solo skaters unable to participate in a group number.  Exhibition skaters MUST SUBMIT AN APPLICATION.

OTHER INFORMATION

· At the time of registration, an information packet stating the rules and expectations of the show shall be given to all skaters (parents of minors) and coaches.  This form will be available at all practices and will be handed out to everyone who enters the ice rink on the day of the show, so there is no confusion about acceptable ice show conduct.

AND FINALLY. . .

· All participants are required to HAVE FUN!!!  Remember—you’re in the show because you want to be in it and you love skating!!
