Competitions:  The competitions committee has complete charge of all club and interclub competitions.  The decisions of these committees determine persons eligible to compete.  There are two current sub committees.

Top of the World:  This competition is geared for competitive skaters of all levels.  It is held the first weekend after Labor Day in September.  This year it will be held September 9 and 10.  The chair for this committee is Kate Landis and there are no other membrs of this committee at this time.

Compete With Us:  This competition is geared for skaters below pre-preliminary level.  It is held during June.  The chair for this committee is Chrystal Reed and there are no other members of this committee at this time.
 

Education Committee:  The education committee shall educate the general membership concerning all aspects with regard to rules, competitions, clinics and scholarships as well as physical and mental preparedness.  The committee works with the public relations committee an board of directors to inform the members of programs of public interest.  The current chair is Matt Bohannan and there are no other members of this committee at this time.

 

Exhibition Committee: The exhibition committee serves as the contact for community members wishing to have AAFS skaters exhibit at their events.  In the past, skaters have skated during ACES games.  Exhibition forms are maintained by the committee, and the committee runs through those skaters with current forms to ensure that all skaters wishing to exhibit have the opportunity to do so.  The current chair is Sandra Smallwood and there are no other members of this committee at this time.

 

Fundraising Committee:  The fundraising committee is responsible for identifying and coordinating fundraising activities of the club.  It is also responsible for establishing and maintaining the club’s raffle permit.  It ensures that fund raising for Tier IV occurs.  Although the club treasurer is automatically a member of this committee, there is no current chair and there are no members.

Raffle Permit:  This sub committee helps raise money by doing events such as Split the Pot.  It requires two members who have passed the state gaming commission test.  Donovan O’Brien and Sonja Stoces are the members of this committee..

 

Ice Shows:
This committee takes charge of the three ice shows produced at Dimond Ice Chalet during the year.  They are responsible for all aspects of planning and production of the Holiday Ice Show, the Spring Ice Show and the Annual Show.  The current chair of this committee is Chrystal Reed.  Other members of this committee are Matt Bohannan, Ben Landis, Patti Shira.

 

Membership Committee:  The membership committee investigates and pass upon the qualifications of all candidates for new and renewal membership and reports their conclusions to the Board of Directors.  The committee interfaces with United States Figure Skating membership to enroll members to USFS.  The current chair is Tricia Matyas.  There are no other members of this committee at this time.

 

Rules and Ice Committee:  The rules and ice committee makes rules and arrangements for the conduct of club members during regular club ice sessions, and divided the ice time into sections corresponding to the requirements of the club.  Mike Matyas is the chair for this committee.

 

Sanctions Committee:  The Sanctions committee makes sure that all events in which AAFS skaters appear are sanctioned by USFS.  The chair is currently Lola Culp and there are no other members at this time.

 

Test Committee:  The test committee shall have complete charge of conducting USFS tests, setting dates and obtaining approved USFS judges for the tests.  The decisions of this committee determine persons eligible to test.  The chair is currently Lisa Henry and no members for this committee.

 

Tier IV:  The Tier IV committee makes decisions about the disbursement of funds to skaters who have competed in Top of the World, Regionals, or Sectionals.  They determine if enough funding is available to make disbursements and determine which skaters have qualified to receive such funds.  There is no current chair and there are no other members at this time.

 

Public Relations Committee:  The public relations committee is responsible for publicizing figure skating and figure skating events to promote the widest possible public awareness and interest in the sport in compliance with USFS guidelines.  They also act as the representative to USFS’s Skating Magazine.  It is the duty of the committee to furnish news items of the club’s activities to Skating and to encourage the writing of instructive articles of lasting interest for Skating.  The committee shall public or cause to be published, the club newsletter, at least once quarterly, and cause it to be distributed to every skating family.  There is currently no chair and no members for this committee. 

 

The Newsletter is a sub-committee of the Public Relations committee.  The Newsletter is currently being produced by Sandra Smallwood, but additional help is needed.

The Web Page is also a sub-committee of the Public Relations committee.  The web-page is currently being produced by Joe K.
